Madrid.

Perseu era fill d’'una dona, Danae, i d’un
déu, Zeus. El pare de Danae, Acrisi, rei d’Argos,
havia sabut per un oracle que un dels seus néts
el mataria i, aterrit, va empresonar la seva filla.
Pero Zeus, enamorat de Danae, va entrar a la
presé disfressat de pluja d'or i el resultat de la
seva unid va ser Perseu.

En descobrir Acrisi que, malgrat les seves
precaucions, tenia un nét, va ficar Danae i el
seu fill en un bagul i els va llangar al mar,
esperant que s'ofeguessin.

Els antics mites grecs

Al voltant del segle VIl a. C., Grécia era
un conjunt de petites comunitats politiques,
les polis, que tot i la seva aparent dispersio,
compartien una llengua i una cultura
comunes, celebraven els jocs olimpics i tenien
consciéncia d'un cert origen comd; els grecs
d’aquella época se sentien part d’un mateix
poble i s'anomenaven a si mateixos hel-lens.

Aquesta  consciéncia comuna €S
transmetia de generacid6 en generacid a
través de mites i llegendes sobre un passat
llunya que explicaven I'actuacio
extraordinaria de déus i herois. Eren aquestes
unes histories fantastiques que perduraven en
la memoria col-lectiva de tota la comunitat i
servien per explicar els origens de I'univers.
Els encarregats de transmetre aquests sabers
eren els poetes, els més famosos dels quals,
Homer i Hesiode, afirmaven que eren les
mateixes Muses les que els havien transmes
el seu saber.

Els Titans i el naixement del cosmos

Els Titans eren els déus que governaven
I'univers durant I'edat daurada. El seu lider
era el més jove d'ells, Cronos (el temps). Pero
Cronos odiava el seu pare, Ura (el cel), contra
el que va lluitar i al qual va destronar.
Després es va casar amb Rea, la seva
germana i va tenir fills. Quan Rea i
presentava els seus fills, i per por que la seva
descendéncia repetis el que ell mateix havia
fet amb el seu pare, Cronos els devorava. Rea,
atribolada, va ordir un estratagema per tal de
conservar algun dels seus fills. Aixi, quan va
néixer Zeus el va portar a l'illa de Creta i va
presentar a Cronos una pedra embolicada
amb bolquers, que el déu va devorar.

Quan Zeus es fa adult, s’enfronta amb el
seu pare, el destrona i li fa vomitar tots els
seus germans amb els quals es reparteix el
mon: a Zeus li correspon el cel, a Posido el
mar i a Hades el mon dels morts (I'inframén).
Aquests sén els deus que habitaven I'Olimp, la
muntanya sagrada dels grecs.
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La Gorgona Medusa era tan
horrorosa que només en mirar-li la cara
I'observador es convertia en pedra.
Perseu necessitava I'ajuda dels déus per
vencer i Zeus es va assegurar que tingués
aguesta ajuda: Hades, el rei de
I'inframén, li va prestar un casc que el
feia invisible; Hermes, el missatger divi, li
va oferir unes sandalies alades; i Atena li
va donar una espasa i un escut polit amb
tanta brillantor que servia com a mirall.

Primerament, Perseu es va adrecar
a les Grees, germanes de les Gorgones,
perqué li indiquessin el cami. Les Grees
eren tres velles que tenien un sol ull i
una sola dent per a totes, que
compartien i usaven per torns. Després
que, mitjancant I'astdcia, aconsegui de
les Grees el que volia, Perseu va arribar a
I'estatge de les Gorgones i amb I'escut
d’Atena, Perseu va poder veure el reflex
de Medusa i li va tallar el cap sense
mirar-li directament la cara.

Amb el cap ocult en una bossa,
Perseu va tornar a casa. Durant el viatge
de tornada va trobar una bella noia
encadenada a una roca, esperant la mort
a mans d'un terrible monstre mari. Es
deia Andromeda i I'estaven sacrificant
pergue la seva mare havia ofés als déus.
Perseu es va enamorar d'ella i la va
alliberar, convertint el monstre en pedra
amb el cap de la Gorgona Medusa.
Després, va arribar amb Andromeda per
presentar-la a la seva mare que, en la
seva absencia i desesperada per les

insinuacions de Polidectes, s’havia
refugiat en el temple d'Atena.
Una vegada més, Perseu va

sostenir a l'aire el cap de la Medusa i va
convertir en pedra tots els enemics de la
seva mare. Després li va lliurar el cap a
Atena, que la va muntar en el seu escut,
de manera que d'ara endavant es va
convertir en el seu emblema, i va
retornar els altres dons als déus que els
havien donat.

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3. CLASH OF THE TITANS. ACTIVITIES

Clash of the Titans is set in the Greek city of Argos, where a war is
going to explode between its citizens and the gods. The film starts with a
narration that introduces the three Olympian gods who battled the Titans
long ago: the three brothers Zeus, Poseidon and Hades. Hades created a
horrible monster, the Kraken, so they defeated the Titans. After that, Zeus
created humans and ruled them while Poseidon ruled the sea and Hades
was forced to rule the Underworld. Zeus and Poseidon gained power from

the prayers of humans, but Hades learned another way: fear.

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A fisherman named Spyros finds a coffin in the sea, discovering a
baby, Perseus, and his dead mother, Danae, inside. Spyros decides to raise
Perseus as his own son. Years later, Perseus and his family are fishing
when they witness a group of soldiers from Argos destroying a statue of
Zeus. It is a declaration of war against the gods. Hades appears and
commands a group of flying monsters, the harpies, to massacre the
soldiers before he himself destroys Perseus's family's fishing boat. Perseus
tries to save his family but he cannot do anything and they die.

The surviving soldiers take Perseus back to Argos. During a feast for
the returning soldiers King Kepheus and Queen Cassiopeia of Argos
compare themselves and their daughter, Andromeda to the gods. This will
make the gods angry so Hades, with Zeus’s permission, will punish humans
for their lack of humility. Hades appears in the palace and kills the soldiers
while Perseus is unaffected. He also kills Cassiopeia by turning her old and
then, threatens that if Princess Andromeda is not sacrificed to the Kraken,
Argos will be destroyed in 10 days.

Perseus, the demigod son of Zeus, will set off on a quest of the
dangerous Medusa, who turns to stone everyone who looks into her eyes.
Will Perseus survive and avoid the destruction of Argos? Will he be able to
rescue Andromeda? Will he find a way to beat the Kraken? This is Clash of
the Titans.

The Greeks believed that the
most important gods and goddesses
lived at the top of Mount Olympus.
They were a family and, just like a
human family, they argued as well as
looking after each other. Mount
Olympus, in northern Greece, is the
highest mountain in the country. It
was believed to be the home of the
gods, because it was often so cloudy
and no-one could see its summit.

= Zeus was the ruler of the gods. He was married to Hera. Zeus is lord of the sky and
the rain god. His weapon is a thunderbolt which he hurls at those who displease
him. Symbol or Attribute: Thunderbolt

= Poseidon - Brother of Zeus. The God of the sea and worshiped by seamen. He
married Amphitrite. His weapon is a trident, which can shake the earth, and shatter
any object. He is second most powerful god. Symbol or Attribute: Three-pronged
trident

= Hades - Brother of Zeus. He is the god of the underworld and rules over the dead.
He is also the god of wealth, due to the precious metals mined from the earth.
Hades has a helmet that makes him invisible. Symbol or Attribute: Scepter or horn
of plenty.

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= Aphrodite - Goddess of love, desire and beauty. Aphrodite rises from the foam of
the waves of the sea, enchanting anyone who sees her and inciting feelings of love
where ever she goes. The myrtle is her tree. The dove, the swan, and the sparrow
are her birds. Symbol or Attribute: Her girdle, which has magical powers to compel
love.

= Hestia - Sister of Zeus. She is the goddess of the Home. Each city had a public
hearth sacred to Hestia, where the fire was never allowed to go out. Symbol or
Attribute: The hearth (fire place)

= Hera - Married to Zeus and is his sister too. Hera is the goddess of marriage and
childbirth. Her sacred animals are the cow and the peacock. Symbol or Attribute:
The peacock

= Ares - Son of Zeus and Hera. God of war. His bird is the vulture. His animal is the
dog. Symbol or Attribute: The spear. He is also associated with vultures and dogs.

= Apollo - Son of Zeus and Leto. His twin sister is Artemis. Apollo is the god of music;
the god of healing who taught man medicine; the god of light; the god of truth,
who can not speak a lie. His tree was the laurel. The crow is his bird. The dolphin is
his animal. Symbol or Attribute: The Sun itself, the lyre (a type of musical
instrument), the bow, and the chariot he drives across the sky daily.

= Artemis - Daughter of Zeus and Leto. Her twin brother is Apollo. Artemis is the
huntsman of the gods. She is the protector of the young. Like Apollo she hunts with
silver arrows. Symbol or Attribute: Her bow, which she uses to hunt, and her
hounds. She often wears the lunar crescent on her brow.
